After you have completed the painting of your cowboy or animal carving, mix 1/2 capful of oil paint...burnt sierra or
burnt umber with a pint of boiled linseed oil. Saturate copiously the entire carving and wait about 30 minutes and wipe
off. I do this 2-3 times for each carving. It fills in the dry wood and gives a waxed glow to the carving and makes it look
more professional. Watch out for your soaked oil rags. They are combustible. I get my wife to wash them when I am
through.
